B. Covers shall be made from die cast or stamped aluminum with less than .004 copper content (copper-free).

C. Die cast bodies and covers shall have a powder coated paint finish.

D. Stamped covers shall have a natural finish.

E. Screw shall be stainless steel.

F. Gaskets shall be molded rubber or fiber composition.

Conduit bodies shall be rated for use with 90° C conductors.
